The Friends organization is not as active in the winter as we are in the spring and summer, but the Board of
Directors continues to meet in both November and February and continues to work with Bob Brown and the museum
staff to find additional ways to assist the Museum in accomplishing its goals.

Our November meeting included a discussion of this quarterly newsletter, the Rally. It costs the Friends roughly
$10,600 to print four issues a year. Since the Friends are focused on fundraising for the Museum, $10,600 is a lot to
spend on a newsletter. The suggestion was made to reduce the print newsletter to two issues — one in spring and one in
fall — and provide email news blasts to the membership at other important times of the year. Doing this will require the
Board to strive to get email addresses from the membership. Because of the lack of a quorum at the November
meeting, a final decision will be made at the February meeting. At present this is a heads-up for the membership. The
approxmately $5,000 savings can then be designated toward the $33,000 annual mortgage payment on the Post
Headquarters Building (T-1) for which the Friends are responsible.

Other news. We did very well with the Book Sale this year, increasing our sales from $3,500 to $4,500. Let’s plan
to make $5,500 next year. Thank you for all the wonderful book donations.

Visitors will be able to directly link to the
online database while viewing the exhibit at the Museum by the use of
Smartphone technology and QR codes. (QR stands for “quick response” codes
that allow Smartphone devices to directly link to information online.)

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From the Research Files at the Museum

In honor of the 150" Anniversary of the Founding of Hell Gate Village
Hell Gate

April Reardon, 1984

The next person hung at Hell Gate was a Pend
d’ OreilleIndian. Inthefall of 1863 thisIndian hadkilled
aman named Ward in Hell Gate canyon. Thissame Indian
then joined a small band of I ndians who were threatening
the white settlers. The citizens of the area sent word to
the miners at Deer Lodge and Virginia City asking for
assistance. Several men came in answer to that call and
persuaded the chief, who was the father of the Indian
being sought, to give up the Indian in order to avoid
further trouble. The Indian was hung on April 3, 1864.

The next two deaths wer e the result of shooting. The
saloon had stood vacant after the vigilantes hung Skinner.
Then William Cook re-opened the establishment in the
fall of 1864. He divided the building into two rooms,
using one of theroomsfor living quarters. One afternoon
two Irishmen by the names of Doran and McLaughlin
camein and played cards until nearly dark. Their game
ended in a quarrel over $2.50, and they left the saloon.
Later in the evening they returned to the saloon still
arguing. Therewere several other men there by that time.
McLaughlin had anticipated trouble and had borrowed
a gun from C. P. Higgins. When Doran reached under
his coat, McLaughlin pulled out his gun and fired. The
other patrons made a mad dash for the back door asthe
two combatants were firing across the front door. There
was such a push that the back door couldn’t be opened.
Cook came up and said, “ | can open it. Go tell Captain
Higgins | amshot.” When Higgins arrived the shooting
was all over. McLaughlin had only fired that one shot.

Doran had used up his ammunition. McLaughlin had
been shot and had crawled into the living quarters before
he died. Cook was laid on the bar counter. Higgins
used a razor to remove the bullet, but with no proper
medical care available in the area, he didn't have a
chance. Cook died the next day. Doran fled to
Sevensville where he was tried by Justice of the Peace
Roop, and found not guilty of any wrong doing.
Afterwards Doran moved to the Corvallis area where he
lived until at least 1877.

Thelast violent death in Hell Gate occurred in 1865.
Jerusha P. Shockley, who erected thelast building in Hell
Gate as a boarding house, committed suicide by shooting
himself. For a town that never had more than fourteen
permanent residents at any onetimethiswas quite a high
death rate by rope and gun. It is no wonder that people
called it one of the roughest towns in the west.

History moves on, however. During the winter of
1864-1865 Frank Worden, Christopher Higgins and
David Pattee formed a partner ship and erected a sawmill
at the place where Missoula now stands. In the spring
of 1865 they constructed a flour mill there and then in
the fall of 1865 they moved their store fromHell Gate to
the present site of Missoula. In February 1866, the Board
of County Commissionerstook it upon themsel vesto move
the county seat from Hell Gate to Missoula. Thus, the
history making town of Hell Gate died and Missoula was
born.

S. Mary' s Mission

A young Jesuit priest named Father Pierre-Jean de Smet was assigned to establish a mission among the
Salish Indians. He arrived in the Bitterroot Valley in September 1841 and began construction of . Mary's

The Jesuitsinstructed the Salish in agriculture, aswell asreligion. They planted and harvested Montana’s
first cropsand later built thefirst grist and sawmills. The mission was quite successful until 1846, when Father
de Smet began talk of converting the Salish people’ s bitter enemies, the Blackfeet. If their enemiesreceived the
medicine, then the Black Robes wer e of no further use to the Salish. When the mission continued to falter, the
Jesuits sold their property to John Owen in 1850. &. Mary’s Mission was reestablished in 1866.
